AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO.1049 
OF THE CITY OF MILTON BY PROVIDING INCREASED 
RATES FOR THE COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE IN 
THE CITY OF MILTON, FLORIDA, PROVIDING FOR A 

LOW INCOME DISCOUNT AND PROCEDURE THEREFORE, 
AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
 
 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILTON, FLORIDA: 
 
 
 Section 1. Section 13-30 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Milton is 

hereby modified to read as follows: 

 

 Section 13-30:  Service Charges Established 

 In order to cover the cost of inspecting, collection, handling, disposal fees, hauling 

and disposal of refuse, the following monthly charges are established: 

 

 1. Domestic Rates: Single family housing units and mobile trailers, 

Garbage Charge $10.60 and Disposal fee $5.70, per month per unit. 

 2. Apartments:  

(a) In a complex where the tenant is responsible for payment for sanitation 

services, the domestic rate structure of $10.60 for garbage and $5.70 for disposal fee will 

be assessed, per month per unit.   

(b) In the event that the owner of the complex is responsible for payment for 

sanitation services, the container monthly rate structure will apply. The size and 

frequency of pick up of said container(s) shall be as determined by the owner and the 

Sanitation Superintendent.    

 3. Commercial Rates with Multiple Garbage Cans:  All businesses, to include, 

hotels, motels, defined as “commercial” for the purpose of this ordinance will be charged 

according to the below schedule. 

 

 (a) Up to three (3) garbage cans and no more than twice a week pickup -  

$26.76 for garbage charge and $16.00 for disposal fee, per month. 

 (b) Businesses with two (2) rollouts - $22.27 for garbage and $13.00 for 

disposal fee, per month. 

 (c) Businesses with one (1) rollout - $17.78 for garbage and $10.00 for disposal 

fee, per month. 

 

 4. Commercial-Dumpster Type Containers:  Rates for dumpster type 

containers will be in accordance with the container monthly rate chart as outlined in this 

section.  When recommended by the Sanitation Superintendent and approved by the City 

Manager, more than one commercial customer or persons shall be permitted to share the 

use of one container.  Rates for joint container use will be divided between customers as 

to their mutual agreement.  A one-dollar ($1.00) monthly service charge shall be added to 

each bill.

 5. Extra Pickup Rates: 

  (a) 2 Yard extra pickup:   $10.00 
   4 Yard extra pickup:   $15.00 
   6 Yard extra pickup:   $20.00 
   8 Yard extra pickup:   $25.00 
   10 Yard extra pickup:   $30.00 
 
 6. Special Rental Rates – Equipment:  Use of flat bed truck per hours 

(minimum): $30.00 with one operator. (Disposal fee for landfill to be added to the hourly 

rate.) 

 7. Special Rates:  In arriving at the proper charge for sanitation service for any 

person, business or place, which is not defined above, the City Manager is hereby vested 

with authority to establish a rate after consideration of the volume, quantity and required 

frequency of collection of refuse in each particular situation and to designate certain 

businesses as special business garbage customers.  In order to recover cost of landfill 

disposal fees, the City Manager will place an additional charge on customers who have 

an excessive amount of lawn trash or tree cuttings.  All items will be cut so that they can 

be hauled in the city garbage trucks. 

 Section 2: Low Income Discount 
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 City Staff shall allow a 20% discount from the residential rate, upon approval, to 

qualified low-income persons.  Qualified low-income persons are defined as only those 

persons receiving income from Social Security benefits, Supplemental Security Income, 
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Food Stamps or from a combination of those sources only.  Application must be made at 

City Hall on the forms provided therefore, and appropriate verification will be submitted 

and reviewed by City Staff.  The applicant shall waive all confidentiality and right of 

privacy related to the income information. 

 Section 3.  All Ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance 

are hereby repealed. 

 Section 4.  All other provisions of Ordinance No 1049 and Section 13-30 remain in 

full force and effect unchanged by this ordinance. 

 Section 5.  Should any portion of this ordinance be declared invalid or 

unconstitutional the remaining portion or portions shall remain unaffected. 

 Section 6.  This ordinance shall be effective upon its passage by the City Council.  

The new garbage rates will be effective with bills submitted on ________________, 2003 

thereafter.
