In accordance with City of Milton Ordinances, City of Milton, Florida:
City Ordinance Section 16-8, Permits required for roadblocks.

(@) It shall be unlawful to solicit funds, sell merchandise or pass out literature at roadblocks on the streets or
other public ways of the city, unless a permit has been secured from the city’s Chief of Police.

(b) To secure such permits, written application shall be made to the Chief of Police of Milton at least two (2)
weeks prior to the time of the roadblock. Roadblocks will only be authorized at those intersections that
are considered safe by the Chief of Police.

(c) Only those roadblocks that are in the best interests of the public as a whole will be approved. This would
normally be limited to those civic activities or organizations that are soliciting for projects of causes that
will be of general benefit to the local community.

(d) All roadblocks must have adult supervision at all times and participants shall have a valid vehicle
operator’s license. The wearing of orange vests or high visibility clothing is encouraged.

(e) The granting of a permit shall not hold the city responsible for any accidents that may occur.
